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1. Introduction

This report outlines the dissemination activities carried out by project consortium. It sets out what has already been achieved so far, and provides an outline of what is planned for the next 2 years. Main activities will center around the national project events, master classes and conferences (co-) organized and/or (co-)financed by TechReh to ensure that project activities and materials under the TechReh logo are extensively disseminated and promoted within the Uzbek educational, research, medical and engineering community and related external communities, widely announced via appropriate channels, and fully grasped by targeted stakeholders.

4. TechReh Dissemination Strategy
